importance of the finds, it was extended until Christmas. The site
has evidence of occupation from Palaeolithic to late Medieval periods

and is a rare find in Dorset. The findings will be published in due
course.

Large sections of the house had to be taken down
and rebuilt after extensive underpinning, involving the bridging
of the tunnels carrying water from the mill race. The almost
hercic scale of this work made for a difficult choice for the
main Award between the House and Manor Farm, Wyke.
